MANAGING ROSACEA

Are you bothered by facial redness and acne-like bumps on your face? Do you

have fair skin that tends to flush when you eat certain foods or are exposed to

heat, sun or cold wind? If so, then you may have rosacea. -->



Rosacea is a common condition that usually appears

in middle age. While it affects both sexes, rosacea is

more common in women. The cause of rosacea is not

clear, but people with fair skin or of Northern European

heritage are more likely than other groups to have it.

While there is no cure for rosacea, the condition can

be managed through diet and lifestyle changes, as well

as with medications and even lasers. Hot, spicy foods,

alcohol and hot drinks should be avoided as much as

possible. Any lotions or topical steroids that sting the

skin should also be avoided. There are other things that

can trigger a rosacea flare: strenuous exercise, sun

exposure, even emotional reactions. There are three

main types of rosacea, so symptoms can vary from

person to person.

In the early stages, the redness from rosacea may not

affect one’s self image or quality of life. But lef t

untreated, rosacea can be a disfiguring disorder, so it

is important to manage the condition aggressively.

People with rosacea need to use sunscreen year-round

and should avoid sun exposure by wearing hats with a

wide brim.

The most important step to take, however, is to see a

dermatologist (an expert in skin, hair and nails) as soon

as possible if you think you have rosacea.

the skin. Other copper products may actually irritate or damage
your skin.

Copper is essential to our health and an essential ingredient in the
production of collagen and elastin, which are the building blocks
of the supportive structure of the skin. As we age, the production
of collagen and elastin decreases, which contributes to sagging
skin and fine lines. Copper peptides have been shown in studies to
reduce the appearance of fine wrinkles, improve facial pigmentation
and photodamage, and increase skin elasticity.

Research with copper peptides originally focused on their
effectiveness in repairing wounds while decreasing scarring and
hyperpigmentation. More recently, the focus has been on their other
restorative qualities, especially the ability to improve fine wrinkles,
facial pigmentation and skin damage from the sun.

One of the big advantages of true copper peptide products is that
they are non-irritating (even people with rosacea can use them) and
relatively inexpensive compared to other antioxidant creams.
However, should you decide to try a copper peptide product, make
sure it contains GHK:cu copper peptide complex. That is the only
formula that actually provides the benefits we’ve mentioned. Other
copper peptide products could actually damage your skin.

BOTOXTM   This treatment is most effective on “dynamic” wrinkles – laugh lines, frown
lines and forehead creases.   A small amount of BOTOXTM  is injected into the muscles
underlying the wrinkles to reduce the appearance of the wrinkles.   The procedure
can be done in 15 minutes or less and, depending on some variables, the effects
can last for months.

Chemical Peels Chemical peels involve the use of an alpha hydroxy acid (fruit
acid) solution to exfoliate the skin and reveal a fresher, younger looking appearance.
The peels can be superficial, medium-depth or deep. Our Skin Care Specialist is
trained in Glycolic, Beta Lift and Jessner peels. Deeper peels are performed only by
physicians.

Microdermabrasion This technique uses tiny crystals passing through a handheld
vacuum tube to gently remove aging, dull skin and stimulate new cell growth. Both
chemical peels and microdermabrasion can be done on your lunch hour with minimal
redness and discomfort.

Electrolysis  Electrolysis has long been recognized as a safe and effective method
of permanent hair removal. Unwanted hair is removed by inserting a filament into
the hair follicle to destroy it. A series of treatments is recommended, since hair
grows in cycles and only actively growing hair can be treated at each session.

Laser Services We have two different lasers for removing hair from larger areas
such as the back, chest, arms and legs. One is used for people with lighter skin and
the other laser (the Lyra) is the first one approved for use on people with darker skin.
In addition, the Lyra is used for the treatment of pseudofolliculitis (razor bumps).

Our lasers are also effective for the non-invasive removal of wrinkles; non-invasive
skin rejuvenation; removal of small veins on the face caused by rosacea and acne;
and removal of small varicose veins from the legs.

Skin Care Products Our products address everything from minimizing the
appearance of wrinkles and scars to dry skin to sunscreens and self-tanners.
